Scope of the Inspection 
 

The property was inspected for safety and functionality, with lesser attention paid to 
cosmetic items.  This report is not a complete report of all items inspected, but is 
limited to the most significant defects.  This was not a code inspection, nor affiliated 
with the City or any municipality. Findings are the opinion of the inspector, and may 
differ from building code requirements. Items that are not built to current code may be 
functionally adequate and safe as they are, and likewise, some items built to code 
might not be safe or functional.  Photos of mechanical items and most significant items 
needing repair are included. 
 
Limitations 
 

Only items that were accessible and safe to inspect were inspected.  No potentially 
destructive dismantling of any system or component of the house was done.   No 
environmental (radon, mold, asbestos, etc.) or pest inspection was done, unless 
otherwise specified in the inspection contract. 
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Electrical:  The closet and attic lights and most of the outlets in the 2nd floor bedroom 
did not work.   There were disconnected wires and breakers in the service panel (see 
below, indicated with orange arrows).  It is possible the wires feeding these non-
functional 2nd floor light fixtures and outlets are among these  wires. 
 
The service panel also had a considerable amount of rust and corrosion (indicated with 
orange ovals).  This can cause poor connections with increased electrical resistance, 
which could be a fire hazard.  Replacement of the service panel is strongly 
recommended.  The rust may be from water running down into the service entrance 
cable, the jacket of which was worn to the point of having some holes in it, and should 
be replaced (see following page).  
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Roof:  The shingles showed considerable wear, especially on the back (above the 
“Florida room”), and some parts of the front of the house, especially the valleys.  The 
valleys in the front were almost worn through, and the shingles above the Florida 
room were curling, and pitted.   The valleys in the back have been redone.   Recom-
mend re-shingling within the next few years, and repairing the most badly worn areas 
as soon as possible.
